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PIN fact sheet

What is a PIN?

e Premises Identification Number

e Alocation-based official identification number for animal premises

e Single PIN for each location, regardless of different species

e Permanent number assigned to location; does not change if premises are sold
e Required by the USDA for animal disease and emergency response

e Consists of seven alphanumeric characters, for example, A123R79

e Issued by the Minnesota USDA area office through the USDA PIN allocator

NOT to be confused with a LID (or “Minnesota Premises ID”)
e Location Identification Number

e Also a location-based official identification number

e Used by the State of Minnesota for animal disease traceability, and disease and
emergency response

e Consists of eight alphanumeric characters beginning with MN and followed by 6 digits

e [ssued through the State of Minnesota’s animal health database
